Dear Commissioners,

Here are two photographs of the Historic VIEW SHED of Old Arcta Road at the juncture of Jacoby Creek Road known as Bayside Corners.  This View Shed will be destroyed with the construction of a Roundabout in this location.

1941 Grange/Bayside Community Center to the right of the Temperance Hall.  (Listed on CA Register, Eligible for National Register)
1876 Lawlor-Conners-Wilson House to the left of the intersection. (Listed on National Register)

This View Shed would be destroyed with the construction of a Roundabout at Bayside Corners.

HISTORIC VIEW SHED at BAYSIDE CORNERS remains in situ eighty years after Shuster Photo. (Photo taken 2021)

This is the proposed location of a Massive, Urban, Concrete Roundabout with Five Overhead Light Posts!!!!! 

This will be a Modern, Intrusive Element inserted into a Cultural Landscape that does NOT FIT the Historic Neighborhood that is eligible for the National Register of Historic Places as an Historic District.

The Secretary of the Interior’s Standards protects historic Roads, Streets, Circulation Systems and Open Space as critical landscape features in an Historic Setting.  The Standards for preserving the Setting recommend RETAINING and PRESERVING these types of landscape features and NOT ALTERING them or DESTROYING them which the construction of a Roundabout will do.

The Alternative Project proposed in the EIR, retains the configuration of the current road and makes modest modifications to support a safer intersection for bicyclists and pedestrians WITHOUT the construction of a Roundabout.  This is what Bayside Cares supports and would be possible if the COUNTY denies the Local Coastal Development Permit and the Encroachment Permit.
