One Statement of Qualifications (SOQ), from Ghirardelli Associates, Inc., was received during the solicitation period. Humboldt County has reviewed this SOQ and determined that it is responsive to the RFQ.
Humboldt County Department of Public Works requests approval for a non-competitive negotiated consultant contract with Ghirardelli Associates, Inc. This approval is warranted because the RFQ was widely circulated using multiple sources for an adequate period of time. The response to the RFQ reflects current market conditions for this type of professional services. The option of re-circulating the RFQ was considered but rejected because re-circulation is unlikely to result in additional submittals. In addition, re-circulation would likely cause a delay of approximately three months, which would adversely affect the project by reducing the available time for construction during the construction season. The RFQ identified a maximum payable amount of $1,500,000 and this amount will be incorporated into the contract with Ghirardelli Associates. As such, the cost of the contract will not be higher than it otherwise would be if the County had received submittals from multiple firms.
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
