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AGREEMENT FOR TRANSPORTATION SERVICES 
BY AND BETWEEN 

COUNTY OF HUMBOLDT 
AND 

ADULT DAY HEALTH CARE OF MAD RIVER 
FOR FISCAL YEARS 2023-2024 THROUGH 2025-2026 

 
This Agreement, entered into this ______ day of __________, 2023, by and between the County of 

Humboldt, a political subdivision of the State of California, hereinafter referred to as “COUNTY,” and 
Adult Day Health Care of Mad River, a California non-profit corporation, hereinafter referred to as 
“CONTRACTOR,” is made upon the following considerations: 
 

WHEREAS, COUNTY, by and through its Department of Public Works – Roads Division, desires to 
retain a qualified professional organization to provide transportation services to eligible individuals 
participating in Adult Day Health Care programs located within Humboldt County; and 

 
WHEREAS, such work involves the performance of professional, expert and technical services of a 

temporary and occasional character; and 
 
WHEREAS, COUNTY has no employees available to perform such services and is unable to hire 

employees for the performance thereof for the temporary period; and 
 
WHEREAS, CONTRACTOR represents that it is adequately trained, skilled, experienced and 

qualified to perform the transportation services required by COUNTY. 
 

NOW THEREFORE, the parties hereto mutually agree as follows: 
 

1. RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF CONTRACTOR:   
 
A. Provision of Transportation Services.  CONTRACTOR shall transport eligible individuals to and 

from Adult Day Health Care programs located in Humboldt County on an as-needed basis 
throughout the term of this Agreement.  In providing such transportation services, 
CONTRACTOR agrees to cooperate with the Humboldt County Public Works Director, or a 
designee thereof, hereinafter referred to as “Director.” 

 
B. Vehicle Maintenance Requirements.  CONTACTOR shall service and maintain all vehicles used 

to provide the transportation services required pursuant to the terms and conditions of this 
Agreement.  CONTRACTOR’s maintenance responsibilities shall include, without limitation: 

 
1. Providing for, and paying any and all costs associated with, the maintenance and/or 

rehabilitation of vehicles used to provide the transportation services required pursuant to 
the terms and conditions this Agreement, including, without limitation, exterior and interior 
cleaning, periodic lubrication and the replacement of fuel, tires and oil as-needed. 

 
2. Following a regular maintenance schedule which complies with manufacturer’s 

recommendations for any and all vehicles used to provide the transportation services 
required pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement. 

 
3. Ensuring that any and all vehicles used to provide the transportation services required 

pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement are in proper working condition 
prior to the utilization thereof.
