Project: A two-year extension, in addition to an automatic two year extension as allowed by
Assembly Bill 116; of a Final Map Subdivision (FMS-12-008) originally approved June 6, 2013, The
project consists of a subdivision resulting in two parcels of approximately 365 acres each. The
property is developed with three dwellings and appurtenant structures served by spring water
and on-site sewage disposal systems. The subdivision will site one dwelling onto Parcel 1 and two
onto Parcel 2. No development is proposed other than road improvements pursuant to H.C.
Public Works requirements and County Fire Safe Regulations. No change to the original project is
proposed. This is the first extension requested and if approved, the extension will expire on June
28, 2019.

Project Location: The project is located in Humboldt County, in the Alderpoint areq, on the east
side of Alderpoint Road, approximately 1.5 miles south from the community of Alderpoint proper,
on the property known as 15370, 15750 and 16950 Alderpoint Road and the property known to
be in Section 3, Township 4 South Range 5 East.

Staff Analysis of the Evidence Supporting the Required Findings

Sections 66452.6{e) and 66463.5(c) of the California Government Code (Subdivision Map Act) and
Sections 326-21 and 326-31 (Filing of Final and Parcel Maps) of the Humboldt County Code Zoning
Regulations establishes the authority to grant time extensions for approved or conditionally
approved tentative maps when it can be found that the findings and conditions of the original
project have not changed significantly.

Recommendation:

The findings and conditions of the original project have not changed significantly based on the
following analysis.

A two-year extension, in addition to an automatic two year extension as allowed by Assembly Bill
116; of a Final Map Subdivision (FMS-12-008) originally approved June 6, 2013. The project consists of
a subdivision of an approximately 730 acre parcel resulting in two parcels of approximately 365
acres edch. The property is developed with three dwellings and appurtenant structures served by
spring water and on-site sewage disposal systems. The subdivision will site one dwelling onto Parcel
1 and two onto Parcel 2. No development is proposed other than road improvements pursuant to
Humboldt County Public Works requirements and County Fire Safe Regulations. No change to the
original project is proposed.

The applicant states that the conditions of the property have not changed since the original
application/approval of FMS-12-008. This is the first applicant requested extension and, if approved,
the tentative map will expire on June 28, 2019

The Planning Department has circulated requests for input relative to the extension petition and
has received no comments against the petition being granted. It is staff's opinion that the findings
and conditions of the original project, effective June 28, 2013, have not changed significantly based
on the following staff analysis, and are applicable to the proposed extension because:

1. Agriculture Exclusive {AE); Timberland Production Zone (TPZ}; Forestry Recreation with a
Special Building Site Combining zone specifying a 5-acre minimum (FR-B-5(5)),
for which conformance findings were made, has nhot changed.

2. The General Plan Land Use designation, Agriculture Grazing (AG), Timber Production (T)
for which consistency findings were made, has not changed.

CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL

Approval of the tentative map is conditioned on the following terms and requirements which
must be satisfied before the final map may be recorded.

Conditions of Approval:

1.

All taxes fo which the property is subject shall be paid in full if payable, or secured if not yet
payable, to the satisfaction of the County Tax Collector's Office, and all special assessments
on the property must be paid or reapportioned to the satisfaction of the affected
assessment district. Please contact the Tax Collector's Office approximately three to four
weeks prior to filing the parcel or final map to satisfy this condition. This requirement will be
administered by the Department of Public Works.

The conditions and recommendations on the Department of Public Works referral dated
December 24, 2012 included herein as Exhibit A, and all work required to meet County Fire
Safe Regulations, shall be completed or secured to the satisfaction of that department. Prior
to performing any work on the improvements, contact the Land Use Division of the
Department of Public Works.

The Planning Division requires that two copies of the Final Map be submitted for review and
approval. Gross and net lot area shall be shown for each parcel.

Prior to recordation of the Final Map, the applicant shall submit a letter from the Division of
Environmental Health that their conditions and recommendations per referral comments
dated December 10, 2012 have been met, including demonstration of suitable reserve
leachfield area for Parcel 2 and demonsiration that minimum water supply requirements can
be mef.

A map revision fee as set forth in the schedule of fees and charges as adopted by ordinance
of the Humboldt County Board of Supervisors {currently $91.75 per parcel) as required by the
County Assessor's Office shall be paid fo the County Planning Division, 3015 H Street, Eureka.
The check shall be made payable to the "Humboldt County Planning Division”. The fee is
required to cover the Assessor's cost in updating the parcel boundaries.

A review fee for Conformance with Conditions as set forth in the schedule of fees and
charges as adopted by ordinance of the Humboldt County Board of Supervisors (currently
$95.00) shall be paid to the Humboldt County Planning Division, 3015 “H" Street, Eureka. This
fee is a deposit, and if actual review costs exceed this amount, additional fees will be billed
at the County's current burdened hourly rate. Please see Informational Note #1 below for
suggestions 1o reduce the cost for this review.

The applicant shall submit at least three (3) copies of a Development Plan to the Planning
Division for review and approval. The map shall be drawn to scale and give detailed
specifications as to the development and improvement of the site and the following site
development details:

A. Mapping

(1) Topography of the land in 40-foot contour intervals;
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(2) Proposed access, parking lanes and pedestrian ways;

(3) Building envelopes, leachfield areas, water sources and easements consistent with
the submitted tentative map;

(4) The location of all drainage improvements and related easements;

(5) Five (5) off-street parking spaces on all lots consistent with Sechon 314-109.1
Humboldt County Code;

(6) Allintermittent and perennial watercourses and associated Streamside Management
Areas (SMA)

(7) Details showing conformance with provisions of the County's Fire Safe Regulations
(Section 3111-1 et seq. H.C.C.), including but not limited to:

a. Road and driveway access standards {(i.e., road width, roadway surface,
roadway grades, roadway structures, etc.)

b. Signing and building numbering standards (i.e., road name signs, building address
signs, etc.)

c. Emergency water standards (i.e., placement of fire hydrants, 2,500 gallon
individual emergency water supply, etc.)

d. Fuel modification standards (i.e., setbacks for structure defensible space of at
least 30 feet, greenbelts, efc.).

B. Notes to be placed on the Development Plan:

{1) "The project site is not located within an area where known cultural resources have
been located. However, as there exists the possibility that undiscovered cultural
resources may be encountered during construction activities, the foIIowmg mitigation
measures are required under state and federal law:

* An archaeological survey of the parcel shall be prepdared prior to any ground-
disturbing activity.

o If cultural resources are encountered, all work must cease and a qualified cultural
resources specialist contacted to analyze the significance of the find and
formulate further mitigation (e.g., project relocation, excavation plan, protective
cover).

s Pursuant to California Health and Safety Code §7050.5, if human remains are
encountered, all work must cease and the County Coroner contacted.”

{2) "Hours of construction activity shall be limited to Monday through Friday from 8:00 am
to 6:00 pm, Saturday from 2:00 am to 5:00 pm with no construction activity on

Sunday.
(3) "Development within Streamside Management Areas shall be limited to the following
uses:
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a. Development permitted within stfream channels pursuant to Section 3432.6 of the
General Plan (Volume |, Framework).

b. Timber management and harvests not otherwise excluded by Applicability
Section as well as noncommercial cutting of firewood and clearing for pasturage,
provided that cottonwoods, willows and alders are retained, and provided that
other unmerchantable hardwoods or shrubs are protected from unreasonable
damage.

¢. Road and bridge replacement or construction, when it can be demonstrated
that it would not degrade fish and wildlife resources or water quality, and that
vegetative clearing is kept to a minimum.

d. Removal of vegetation for disease control or public safety purposes.

Note: A Special Permit is required for all new development in Streamside
Management Areas not exempt per Section 314-61.1(d)(1-7) of the Humboldt County
Zoning Regulations.”

{4) “Residential development shall be consistent with the standards of the AE and TPZ
zones, including: (1) within the AE zone, farm dwellings, as defined by Section 314-141,
for permanent residents of the farm, such as the owner, lessee, foreman or others
whose principal employment is the operation of the farm; and (2) within the TPZ zone,
one-family dwellings for the owner or caretaker.”

{5) "“The applicant shall satisfy the requirements of the Department of Fish and Wildlife
per email dated April 19, 2013, including: (1) a Lake or Streambed Alteration
Agreement; (2} water storage capable of bypassing stream diversion during the low-
flow season or, alternatively, well installation that is not hydrologically connected to
the stream; and (3) a Statement of Water Diversion and Use as required by the State
Water Resources Control Board.”

(6) "All flammable vegetation and fuels caused by site development and construction,
road and driveway construction, and fuel modification shall be disposed of by
chipping. burying, burning or removal to a landfill site approved by the County."

The applicant shall satisfy the requirements of the Department of Fish and Wildlife per email
dated April 19, 2013, including: (1) a Lake or Streambed Alteration Agreement; (2) water
storage capable of bypassing stream diversion during the low-flow season or, alternatively,
well installation that is not hydrologically connected to the stream; and (3) a Statement of
Water Diversion and Use as required by the State Water Resources Control Board.

1.0 MAPPING

1.1  EXPIRATION OF TENTATIVE MAP: Applicant is advised to contact the Planning &
Building Department to determine the expiration date of the tentative map and what time
extension(s), if any, are applicable to the project. Applicant is responsible for the timely
filing of time extension requests to the Planning & Building Department.

Applicant is responsible for completing all of the subdivision requirements prior to expiration
of the tentative map. Applicant is advised to promptly address all of the subdivision

requirements in order to avoid the temtative map expiring prior to completion of the
subdivision requirements. Applicants are encouraged to contact a land development
professional for advice on developing a realistic schedule for the processing of the project.

12 MAP TYPE: Applicant must cause to be filed a subdivision map showing monumentation
of all property corners to the satisfaction of this Department in compliance with Section 326-
15 of the Humboldt County Code. Subdivision map checking fees shall be paid in full at the
time the subdivision map is submitted for checking. County Recorder fees shall be paid prior
to submittal of the map to the County Recorder for filing. The subdivision map must be
prepared by a Land Surveyor licensed by the State of California -or- by a Civil Engineer
registered by the State of California who is authorized to practice land surveying.

All Department charges associated with this project must be paid in full prior to the
subdivision map being submitted to the County Recorder for filing.

Applicant shall submit to this Department four (4) full-size copies of the subdivision map as
filed by the County Recorder.

Prior to submitting the subdivision map to the County Surveyor for map check, applicant
shall submit the subdivision map to the utility providers to provide input on necessary public
utility easements. Copies of the responses from the utility providers shall be included with
the first submittal of the subdivision map to the County Surveyor.

1.3 DEPOSIT: Applicant shall be required to place a security deposit with this Department for
inspection and administration fees as per Section 326-13, Improvement Review and
Inspection Fees, of the Humboldt County Code prior to review of the improvement plans,
review of the subdivision map, or the construction of improvements, whichever occurs first.

1.4 EASEMENTS: All easements that encumber or are appurtenant to the subdivision shall be
shown graphically on the subdivision map. Those easements that do not have a metes and
bounds description shall be noted on the subdivision map and shown as to their approximate
location.

1.5 FURTHER SUBDIVISION: At least some of the parcels may be further divided; therefore,
the applicant shall conform to Humboldt County Code Section 323-6(a)(5), Statements to
Accompany a Tentative Subdivision Map.

1.6 DEDICATIONS: The following shall be dedicated on the subdivision map, or other
document as approved by this Department:

(a) ALDERPOINT ROAD:

Public Road: Applicant shall cause to be dedicated on the subdivision map to the
County of Humboldt an easement for public road purposes lying within 25 feet of the
center line of the County road. The applicant is only responsible to cause to be dedicated
lands that are included within the boundary of the proposed subdivision.

Culverts & Bridges: In addition, the public road easement shall include a 50 foot wide
strip centered on the existing creek/stream/river for a length of 50 feet.
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Slopes: When cut and fill slopes adjacent to the road are proposed (or currently exist),
applicant shall cause to be dedicated to the County of Humboldt a slope maintenance
easement to a point 10 feet beyond the toe of fill slopes or top of cut slopes in a manner
approved by this Department. The applicant is only responsible to cause to be dedicated
lands that are included within the boundary of the proposed subdivision.

PUE: Applicant shall cause to be dedicated to the County of Humboldt on the
subdivision map a 10 foot wide public utility easement (PUE) adjacent to the right of
way for the road or as otherwise approved by this Department. Additional PUEs shall be
dedicated in a manner, width, and location approved by this Department.

2,0 IMPROVEMENTS

1. DRIVEWAYS: All access openings (existing and proposed) shall conform to Humboldt
County Code Section 341 regarding visibility. All access openings (existing and proposed)
shall intersect the road at a 90° angle, unless otherwise approved by this Department.

All access openings (existing and proposed) shall be paved with hot mix ("asphalt") for the
width of the driveway and a distance of 25 feet from the edge of the County road prior to
filing of the subdivision map. The width of the driveway shall be as approved by this
Department.

An encroachment permit is required for all work in the County right of way.

Any proposed access openings to the County road will require encroachment permits from
this Department. The proposed access openings will be evaluated after application is
received. -

2.2 CATTLE GUARDS: The two existing cattle guards on Alderpoint Road shall be inspected
for conformance with the Department's policy on cattle guards. The cattle guards shall be
repaired and/or replaced as determined by the Department.

%1 encroachment permit is required in order to allow the cattle guards to remain. The

encroachment permit will require the owner to be responsible for all maintenance, periodic
inspections, and insurance.

3.0 DRAINAGE

3.1 DRAINAGE ISSUES: Applicant shall be responsible to correct any involved drainage
problems associated with the subdivision to the satisfaction of this Department.
